APPROXIMATELY 1.50 ACRES. IT IS CURRENTLY FULLY DEVELOPED AND
GENERALLY SLOPES FROM NORTH TO SOUTH. THE EXISTING POOL B D
PARKING LOT COVERS A MAJORITY OF THE SITE. A PORTION OF THE SITE
FLOWS TO THE WEST BEFORE CONTINUING SOUTH ON ITS HISTORIC PATH.
OTHER PORTION OF THE SITE FLOWS TO THE EAST INTO THE PARKING LOJA
CONTINUING SOUTH WHERE IT PROCEEDS TO A CONCRETE RUNDOWN p
