This responds to a request that the Federal Emergency Management Agency (FEMA) revise the effective
Flood Insurance Rate Map (FIRM) for Bernalillo County, New Mexico and Incorporated Areas (the effective
FIRM for your community), in accordance with Part 65 of the National Flood Insurance Program (NFIP)
regulations. In a letter dated January 31, 1997, Ms. Susan M. Calongne, P.E., City Floodplain Administrator,
City of Albuquerque, requested that FEMA revise the FIRM to show the effects of construction of a storm
drain system associated with Units 3 through 7 of the Sunrise Terrace subdivision along an unnamed tributary
to Snow Vista Channel (unnamed tributary). The storm drain system conveys runoff from areas west of the
subdivision to Snow Vista Channel on the eastern side of the subdivision.

All data required to complete our review of this request were submitted with letters from Ms. Calongne and
Mr. Robert B. Ryals, P.E., Ryals Engineering and Construction Services.

We have completed our review of the submitted data and the flood data shown on the effective FIRM. We
have revised the FIRM to modity the floodplain boundary delineations of the tlood having a 1-percent chance
of being equaled or exceeded in any given year (base flood) along the unnamed tributary. As a result of the
modifications, the Special Flood Hazard Area (SFHA) designated Zone A, the area that would be inundated
by the base flood with no base flood elevations determined, is contained within the storm drain system
throughout the Sunrise Terrace subdivision. We have removed the SFHA along the unnamed tributary from
Just upstream of its confluence with Snow Vista Channel to the limit of study. The remaining portion of the
SFHA accounts for runott from drainage areas south of the subdivision that are not affected by the storm drain
system. The modifications are shown on the enclosed annotated copy of FIRM Panel(s) 35001C0336 D. This
Letter of Map Revision (LOMR) hereby revises the above-referenced panel(s) of the effective FIRM dated
September 20, 1996.

The modifications are eftective as of the date shown above. The map panel(s) as listed above and as modified
by this letter will be used for all flood insurance policies and renewals issued for your community.

A review of the determination made by this LOMR and any requests to alter this determination should be made
within 30 days. Any request to alter the determination must be based on scientific or technical data.
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We will not physically revise and republish the FIRM and Flood Insurance Study (FIS) report for your
community to retlect the modifications made by this LOMR at this time. When changes to the previously cited
FIRM panel(s) and FIS report warrant physical revision and republication in the future, we will incorporate
the modifications made by this LOMR at that time.

This LOMR is based on minimum floodplain management criteria established under the NFIP. Your
community is responsible for approving all tfloodplain development, and for ensuring all necessary permits
required by Federal or State law have been received. State, county, and community officials, based on
knowledge of local conditions and in the interest of safety, may set higher standards for construction in the
SFHA. If the State, county, or community has adopted more restrictive or comprehensive floodplain
management criteria, these criteria take precedence over the minimum NFIP criteria.

The basis of this LOMR is, in whole or in part, a storm drain system project. NFIP regulations, as cited in
Paragraph 60.3(b)(7), require that communities ensure that the flood-carrying capacity within the altered or
relocated portion of any watercourse is maintained. This provision is incorporated into your community's
existing floodplain management regulations. Consequently, the ultimate responsibility for maintenance of the
storm drain system rests with your community.

Because this LOMR will not be printed and distributed to primary users, such as local insurance agents and
mortgage lenders, your community will serve as a repository for these new data. We encourage you to
disseminate the information retlected by this LOMR throughout the community, so that interested persons,
such as property owners, local insurance agents, and mortgage lenders, may benefit from the information.
We also encourage you to prepare an article for publication in your community's local newspaper. This article
should describe the changes that have been made and the assistance that officials of your community will give
to interested persons by providing these data and interpreting the NFIP maps.

This determination has been made pursuant to Section 206 of the Flood Disaster Protection Act of 1973 (Public
Law 93-234) and is in accordance with the National Flood Insurance Act of 1968. as amended (Title XIII of
the Housing and Urban Development Act of 1968, Public Law 90-448), 42 U.S.C. 4001-4128. and 44 CFR
Part 65. Pursuant to Section 1361 of the National Flood Insurance Act of 1968, as amended, communities
participating in the NFIP are required to adopt and enforce floodplain management regulations that meet or
exceed NFIP criteria. These criteria are the minimum requirements and do not supersede any State or local
requirements of a more stringent nature. This includes adoption of the effective FIRM to which the regulations
apply and the modifications described in this LOMR.

PROJECT DESCRIPTION

This project is located on the Southwest Mesa of Albuquerque, New Mexico, which
is currently an area of Albuquerque experiencing significant growth. Exhibit "A”
is a vicinity map showing the location of the subject subdivision and recently
developed subdivisions located adjacent to it. Of particular significance to this
map revision request was the development of Sunrise Terrace Units 3, 4, 5, 6 and
