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PURPOSE

The purpose of this plan s to establish developed drainage patterns
for the Master Plan Area. It includes conceptual designs of the
on—site public drainage infrastructure, and establishes allowable
discharges from private lots. Grading of the private lots is not
included in this plan.

Separate Grading and Drainage plans are required for the individual
lots prior to issuance of building permits. Each lot will be required
to temporarily retain all on—site developed storm water runoff

(100 yr., 10 day Volume) until the City completes the storm sewer
diversion in Broadway Boulevard, from Alamo Avenue to the San Jose
Drain in accordance with the South Broadway Sector Drainage
Management Plan. After the Broadway storm drain is constructed,
the retention ponds may be reduced in size to allow discharge at the
rates established by this plan. All on—site public right—of—ways are
allowed free discharge and the initial increase in downstream flows

is offset by the ponding requirements on the individual lots such that
there will be no significan® adverse impact to the downstream

property. A privately maintained retention pond will be provided for

the Southerly end of Karsten Court until the Broadway storm sewer

is constructed.

The “Unit 3 Revision" maintains the same allowable flow of 123.57cfs in
the existing 48" pipe just east of Broadway Bivd., while expanding the
contributing area to include 5.5 acres in lot 11 at the same allowable

discharge rate of 1.667cfs/ on site « acre as established in the report
and while allowing free discharge from all of the Unit 3 lots below lot 7

by creating a large pond on lot 7. The pond on lot 7 overdetains incoming
flows from lots 8,9,10 and offsite areas such that free discharge from the
lower portion of the basin plus the increased area on lot 11 does not
exceed the original 123.57cfs allowable discharge rate as established by the
previously approved version of this plan and in accordance with the South
Broadway Sector Drainage Management Plan. This plan also identifies rough
grading of pad sites and temporary retention ponds on each of the Unit 3
lots except lot 11. The temporary retention ponds may be adjusted at the
time of buuldmg permit for each lot but must remain until the 72" pipe is
constructed in Broadway per project # 1-05-1B. The detention pond on

lot 7 will be temroronly oversized as a retention pond to serve development
of lots 8, 9,
