Thus 1s 1n reference to a letter, dated November 15, 2002, from Carlos A. Montoya, City/County Floodplain
Administrator, City of Albuquerque, requesting a Conditional Letter of Map Revision (CLOMR) from the

Federal Emergency Management Agency (FEMA) for the proposed Manzano Mesa Apartments project.
The proposed project will be located east of Eubank Boulevard in an area of shallow flooding, currently
designated as Zone AQO, and will consist of the construction of a storm drain network, construction of
detention ponds, and the placement of fill in the 1% annual chance (100-year) floodplain. The area of the

proposed project 1s shown on Flood Insurance Rate Map (FIRM) numbers 35001C0358 E and
35001C0359 E, both dated April 2, 2002.

We received the following data, prepared by Craig W. Hoover, P.E., Senior Vice President, Water
Resources Group, Bohannan Huston, Inc., in support of this request:

* an AHYMO97 hydrologic model, dated March 24, 2003, of the 1% annual chance flood.,
representing the proposed conditions:

* acertified topographic work map, dated March 23, 2003, titled Manzano Mesa Apartments
CLOMR - Topographic Work Map — Figure 8, at a scale of 1 inch = 100 feet, with a contour

interval of 1 foot, representing the proposed conditions;

* acertified drainage area map, dated August 6, 1996, titled Exhibit 3 — Manzano Mesa Master
Drainage Study — Master Drainage Plan, at a scale of 1 inch = 200 feet:

* acertified drainage area map with detention pond and storm sewer calculations, dated
August 24, 2001, titled Exhibit 2 — Basin Map, at a scale of 1 inch = 60 feet, representing the

proposed conditions;

e portions of Bernalillo County, New Mexico and Incorporated Areas FIRM numbers 35001C0358 E
and 35001C0359 E, both dated April 2, 2002, annotated to reflect the proposed conditions; and

e completed application/certification forms and community concurrence with the proposed project.

We received all of the data required to perform a technical review of the CLOMR request as of
April 7, 2003.
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We are currently revising your community’s Flood Insurance Study (FIS) and FIRM: this revision will
result in revised Base (1% annual chance) Flood Elevations (BFEs) and 1% annual chance floodplain
boundaries in the vicinity of the proposed project. We have determined the proposed project meets
minimum National Flood Insurance Program (NFIP) criteria, when compared to the revisions to the FIS and
FIRM. If the project is built as proposed, a new revision to the FIS and FIRM for your commmunity will be

warranted. This new revision will show the following effects, as shown by the data submitted to support the
request:

1% Annual Chance Water Surface Elevations

When the proposed conditions were compared to the effective conditions, it was determined that the
1% annual chance water surface elevations would be removed and contained within the existing and
proposed storm drain network.

1% Annual Chance Floodplain

When the proposed conditions were compared to the effective conditions, it was determined that the
1% annual chance floodplain would be removed. The revised Special Flood Hazard Area (SFHA)

would be designated as Zone X (unshaded), and would replace the effective SFHA designated as
Zone AO, with flood depths of 1 foot.

Future revisions to the FIS and FIRM, or restudies of the flood hazards in this area, could modity this
determination.

We based this determination on the 1% annual chance discharges computed in the submitted hydrologic
model. Future development of projects upstream may increase discharges, which may increase flood
hazards. A comprehensive restudy of your community’s flood hazards would consider the cumulative
effects of development on discharges and, therefore, could establish greater flood hazards in this area.

Your community must approve all proposed floodplain development, including this proposed project, and
ensure that permits required by other Federal agencies and/or State and local agencies have been obtained.
State and/or community officials may set standards for construction that are more restrictive than the
mimimum NFIP standards or may limit development in floodplains, based on knowledge of local
conditions and in the interest of safety. If the State and/or the community have adopted more restrictive

or comprehensive floodplain management criteria, those criteria take precedence over the minimum NFIP
requirements.

Pond outlet structures, channel modifications and culverts will fail to function as designed without proper
maintenance, such as the regular clearing of the channels and culverts. To avoid such failures, we require
participating communities to ensure that the flood-carrying capacity within the altered or relocated portion
of any watercourse is maintained according to NFIP regulations Subparagraph 60.3(b)(7). Therefore, upon
completion of the project, your community must submit documentation ensuring that the pond outlet
structures, channels, and culverts will be maintained to preserve their design function. 'We may request that
your community submit a description and schedule of its pond, channel, and culvert maintenance, as
outlined in Subparagraph 65.6(a)(12) of the NFIP regulations.

It 11l 1s placed in your community to raise the ground surface to or above the BFE, your community must
meet the criteria of NFIP regulations Sections 60.3 and 65.6, which require that the community’s NFIP
permit official certify that proposed or existing structures to be removed from the SFHA be “reasonably safe
from flooding.” “Reasonably safe from flooding™ means base flood waters will not inundate the land or
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damage structures to be removed from the SFHA and that any subsurface waters related to the base flood
will not damage existing or proposed buildings. The community and engineers should review and use FEMA
T'echnical Bulletin 10-01, Ensuring that Structures Built on Fill In or Near Special Flood Hazard Areas

are Reasonably Safe From Flooding, which may be downloaded directly from the FEMA website at
http://www.fema.gov/pdf/fima/tb1001.pdf.

NFIP regulations Section 65.3 states that when a community’s BFEs increase or decrease because of
physical changes that affect flooding conditions, the community must submit technical or scientific data to
FEMA that substantiate these changes. The community must submit such data as soon as possible, but no
later than s1x months after such data become available, so that FEMA can base flood insurance premium
rates and floodplain management requirements on the most up-to-date and accurate information available.

Upon completion of the proposed project, your community must request a revision to the FIS and FIRM,
per NFIP regulations Section 65.3. The revision request should include the data listed below.

1. Ewvidence of comphiance with NFIP regulations Paragraph 65.4(b), which states that “all requests for

changes to efiective maps . . . must be made in writing by the community’s Chief Executive Officer
